The average household income of $132,948 in Stockland Harrisdale’s main trade area is 16.2% higher 
than the Perth metro average. Population growth is projected at 2.2% per annum from 2022–2026. 
The main trade area also consists of 62.4% of couples with dependent children which is higher than 
the Perth metro average of 46.4%.
