Civil works have officially commenced on The Junction. Stage 1 of the The Junction will be home to the next North
Shore Display Village, a new coffee shop and district playground. Works are expected to be completed on

Stage 1 by mid 2021 for a grand opening later in the year.

The play equipment for The Junction playground has been selected and will be one of the first of its kind

in Australia. It will be a place that kids wont be able to stay away from, spanning across three towers

Maintenance Update

Wet Weather and maintenance - The recent wet
weather has done wonders for the gardens and turf
areas around North Shore, which are looking as
green as ever. However, the mowers both Council
and Stockland use are commercial size and weigh a
substantial amount so it isn’t possible to undertake
maintenance whilst the grounds remain wet. Grass
will likely be longer than usual until the
maintenance crews are able to catch up once the
areas dry out enough to hold the mowers without
causing divots.
