Title Registrations

This year we've had 332 lots across 6 stages
(205, 206, 207, 301, 302 & 303) registering at
Cloverton and another 76 lots in stages 304 &
305 to register within the next month. Welcome
to all the new families!

Early Learning Centre

Construction will start next year on a new state
of the art Early Learning Centre. The centre will
feature spacious learning hubs, interactive
technology, highly qualified staff and an in-
house chef making daily fresh nutritious meals.

Donnybrook Road & Dwyer StreetIntersection
VicRoads have approved the preliminary
design for the signalised intersection at
Donnybrook Road & Dwyer Street and
detailed design is currently underway.
Construction is anticipated to commence by
early-2019 with completion end-2019.

Traffic calming for Goodman Avenue?

Stockland are maintaining constant
communication with the home builders in
Cloverton to ensure that they are relaying the
message onto their subcontractors about driving
safely.
