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•  The removal of TC2 Crane from site was 
completed at the beginning of September. This 
crane had been on site since October 2016 and 
helped in the general construction work for the 
entire site.

•  To date, the value of the project has reached 
$300 million.

•   Each day there is an average of 250 people 
working on the construction site.

•  When building the HOYTS cinema frame there 
was just over 400 tonne of structural steel 
used to assemble the frame.

•  As at September 2017 the amount of concrete 
that has been poured on the site reached a 
staggering 46,000m3 with the biggest concrete 
pour being 900m3 which was used in the 
Stage 4, David Jones area of the slab.

•  To date there have been 235 shops built on the 
site, which means there are approximately 
45 stores left to construct.

•  Since commencement in February 2016, the 
builders have used 2,950 tonne of reo used 
on the project.

The development and construction teams at Stockland Green Hills have been very busy and are now 20 months into the 
project. The project continues to remain ahead of schedule and is due for completion in June 2018. At present the focus 
remains in the southern part of the mall where they are getting ready for the November opening. This area will be ready in 
approximately four weeks to hand over to the next group of incoming retailers so they can commence fit out and be ready 
to trade later this year. 

Here are some recent construction facts for you: 

As part of our local community and being a 
valued customer, we like to keep you informed 
about the exciting progress we are making here 
at Stockland Green Hills.

We were thrilled to open the second set of 
amenities on Wednesday, 27th September 2017. 
Customers were presented with a set of brand 
new premium bathrooms and a fi ve star Parents’ 
Room which included change tables, private 
feeding rooms, a microwave to warm bottles and 
a play area for the kids. Also opened were the 
disability amenities including an adult change 
room with a changing table and assistance lifter 
to assist carers and people with a disability. 

The opening of stage three on 30th November 
2017 is just around the corner. This will be 
one of the biggest development launches at 
Stockland including a full line new Target, a 
food court, children’s play area and 75 specialty 

stores including Ally Fashion, Ed Harry, Shaver 
Shop, Roll’d, Build-A-Bear, Harry Hartog and 
Casey’s Toys, just to name a few. 

Additionally, in November, we will also open 
another set of amenities which will feature a 
dedicated Quiet Room. This room was designed 
to create a safe place for parents, carers and 
children with Autism Spectrum Disorder (ASD), 
providing a calm, low sensory environment, 
which can be used as a retreat away from the 
busy shopping centre. 

You may have noticed some refurbishment 
works being undertaken in the existing part 
of the centre. These refurbishment works will 
mainly involve aesthetic changes to internal 
and external lobbies, painting, timber panelling 
and ceiling works.

kept to a minimum. Our builders are completing 
as many night works as possible and we are 
keeping a business as usual approach for all 
our customers.
